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PROCUREMENT OF RAW LEATHER IN THE USSR
IN THE PRE-WAR PERIOD AND DURING
THE GREAT PATRIOTIC WAR OF 1941-1945
(reviewed)

The article is devoted to the study of domestic supplies of raw leather in the Soviet Union in the pre-
war period and during the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945. The documents stored in the funds of the
Russian State Archive of Economics (RSAE), which are first introduced into scientific circulation have
become the basis of the article. On the basis of the archived data, the amount of procured raw leather is
determined. The author shows the dynamics of raw leather arrival. The relevance of the article is due to the
ongoing discussions about the significance of the contribution of domestic supplies to the Great Victory. The
author comes to the conclusion that the collective farm and state farming system in the countryside managed
to provide the Red Army and the Soviet people with the necessary quantity of warm clothing and footwear.
